STEPS

(1) Decide on your location in the Shire
(West or East)

(2) Decide soil type

(3) Select trees for your area

(4) Make sure tree size is and type is
suitable for site (i.e. don’t plant large
trees near your house - check the
Shire bush fire regulations on this

(5) Check no electrical wires are over-
head

HINTS
(1) Plant in groups of odd numbers not
in rows

(2) Plant only the number of trees you
are sure you can water

(3) Water at least monthly in clay soils
More frequently in sandy soil for
first summer

(4) If possible, rip ground to one metre
12 months before planting (follow
contour)

(6) Mulch around trees - leave small gap
around trunk

(7) Consider linking areas to encourage
movement of birds and native ani-
mals

(8) Fence from stock. Make sure horses
can’t reach trees over the fence

(9) Walk and inspect trees frequently

Local trees are recommended so we can

retain the original character
of the country around us -

they are in harmony with the

insects, birds and other wildlife,

having evolved with time

in the conditions of Toodyay,

and are part of the local web of life.
